 In 1924 John Brown College 
started its Music Department under the 
direction of Mrs. Lillian Imhof Robinson. 
The department offered piano, theory 
courses, band, and orchestra.  A few 
years later in 1932, the Ozarkian 
Quartet was formed under the directors 
Mr. and Mrs. William McFee.  The 
Quartet was featured regularly on 
KUOA, as well as in chapel services, 
community centers, and in nearby states. 
The JBU staff and students created the 
Cathedral of the Ozarks Choir to sing 
on KUOA every Sunday morning at 
8am in 1939.  Director Mabel Oiesen, 
established the John Brown University 
choir in 1942; which she organized into 
the Triple Trio, the quartets, and the 
many other ensembles that the choir has 
become known for.  Furthermore, in De-
cember of 1942 Oiesen directed the 
first Candlelight Carol Service, and in 
1948 the JBU Cathedral Choir per-

formed its first national tour.  The Dusty 
Four, a menõs quartet, performed a 
barn-raising tour in 1951.  Sound Gen-
eration, one of John Brown Universityõs 
most well-known music groups, formed 
in the fall semester of 1967, after win-
ning a talent show in Tulsa during the 
summer. During the years of its exis-
tence, the group toured the nation 
bringing the newest genera-
tion of sound to the forefront 
in America.  The group per-
formed with such celebrities 
as Pat Boone, Jonathan Win-
ters, Florence Henderson, Ray 
Stevens, 5th Dimension, and 
Bruce Randolph, as well as 
with Roy Clark, the sensa-
tional star of the Hee Haw 
television show. In 1970, the 
Sound Generation received 
the honor of singing for the 
Presidentõs Prayer Breakfast 

in Washington, D.C.  Sound Generationõ 
performed for the last time  in 1975.  
Another popular JBU musical group, 
Changing Tyde, started in 1969.   As a 
nationally known music group, Changing 
Tyde performed both sacred and secu-
lar pieces, and their shows varied from 
worship and assembly programs with  
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Sound Generation

versity to their performance at the 
Daytona 400 NASCAR race in 1970.  
In 1973 the number of JBU music 
groups reached a record high; the 
groups performing during this year in-
cluded the Cathedral Choir, Concert 
Band, Inner Peace, Magnificent Sanctu-
ary Band, Pep Band, Sound Genera-
tion, and Special Deliver.  The last main 
musical sensation to be started by JBU 
students was Joy Song, in 1978.  Joy 
Song usually consisted of six to 
seven members who traveled 
the nation performing for JBU. 
The group gave their last con-
cert in 1991.  The Cathedral 
Choir sang for the Focus on the 
Family radio program, in 1997, 
and in 2003 they performed for 
the first time in Europe, traveling 
to Ireland. Music at JBU has al-
ways been important, enriching 
the lives of the students and the 
many people who they reach 
through their songs.
